"I sometimes wonder about the sense of values in America,"
said Edith Green, congresswoman from northern Oregon who
was in Medford Monday. Mrs. Green was talking about the cost
of education in the United States, and the need for new schools.

She had been pointing out that when it comes to alcoholic

beverages, tobacco, cosmetics, and recreation, Americans throw

money around like water, but when it comes to the cost of

education, money is often begrudged, sometimes refused.
In 1954 the people of the United States spent $5,200,000,000

on tobacco; $8,800,000,000 on alcoholic beverages; $1,500,000,000
on cosmetics and toilet articles; $1,300,000,000 ort movies; $2,000,-000,00- 0

on television and radio sets, and $271,000,000 on chewing
gum.

After reciting these figures Mrs. Green added, grimly, thai

"we couldn't even get enough votes to support a bill for $400,-000,0-

for schools." She also pointed out that' while congress
voted a million dollars for research in agriculture, it refused
the sum of $100,000 for additional personnel in the Children's

Bureau.
Of course, it must be pointed out in all fairness that some

congressmen vote against school bills because they do not agree
with federal aid to education, some taxpayers believe school ad-

ministration is extravagant, and that other reasons affect the
picture.

But when a nation spends more for tobacco and alcohol than
it does for public schools, it does seem that our sense of values
should be examined.

The attractive and personable congresswoman spent a busy
24 hours in Medford, and part of the time was trying to listen
to two or three persons at once. She was met at the airport by a
delegation of Democrats who presented her a gorgeous corsage
of three green orchids, a gift of the Charles Hoppes, and hustled
her off to the Medford hotel for luncheon. For luncheon she wore a
blue suit with a white blouse and small blue velvet hat with
down-dippin- g brim.

Before the tea at the Edward Kelly home she changed into
a smart black jacket dress worn with the orchids. At the dinner
at the Elks club in the evening, where the visitor spoke for the
annual Student Government day banquet, she received another
orchid.

Another of Congresswoman Green's main interests now is

legislation for the termination of federal controls over the Klam-
ath Indians. In fact. Mrs. G. believes that this is Oregon's most
pressing problem. She is most anxious that the Indians not be
set loose from federal help until they are prepared to cope with
"civilian" life, and also worried about the fate of the valuable
stand of fine pine on the reservation. This pine, the largest
relatively untouched stand left in the Uited States, is in danger
of being sold off piecemeal, or of falling into the hands of op-

erators who will cut it without thought to sustained yield or its
value to future generations.

Dr. Ida Bailey Allen, whose writings on food are standbys for
thousands of American families, boosts the Rogue valley and
Medford in her column this week.
