ing of the bright child he knows
more about the subject being
taught than does the teacher.
Sometimes he sees how the

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Because ot tnese tendencies,
some brilliant students get A's
in certain subjects while they
fail in others. Often a good
teacher will say, "He could do
anything he wanted to do; his
trouble is that he won't settle
down and work." Even in col-

lege, many a very bright stu-
dent is rebellious; he hates . to
follow a prescribed course, and
he prefers to spend most of his
time in the library, reading
voraciously in th fields that in-

terest him.
Parents of very brilliant child-

ren who are having trouble in
conforming could get help from
a couple of booklets recently
published by Porter Sargent, of
11 Beacon st., Boston, 8 Mass.
One is on the education of par-
ents of exceptional children, and
the other is on the mental health
and guidance of exceptional
children. Sargent has three other
books on related problems.

Persons who need strong glas-e- s

generally have some deform-
ity of the eyeball or of the front
window of the eye, and I cannot
imagine this being corrected by
any kind of exercising of mus-
cles in or around the eyeball.
Older people past 45 have trou-
ble seeing near things because
they have lost the ability to ac-
commodate to distance. In youth
they did this by contracting a
muscle inside the eye which al-

lows the lens to bulge a bit so
that it brings near things into
focus.

I have asked some of the lead-
ing ophthalmologists (eye spec-
ialists) in the United States what
they thought of these much tout-
ed exercises, and all of them
said that, so far as they could
see, the idea was stupid.
Problems of The Bright Child

Many people fail to realize
that the very bright child and
his parents can have problems.
Sometimes the child does not do
well in the schoolroom because
there he is bored by the slow
pace of teaching that is geared
to the needs of the children who
learn slowly. He may be bored,
also, because of the lack of in-
