Other clergymen who have not
vet elected to be covered must
file waivers by April 13 if they
wish to have their earnings in
1956 and subsequent vears count
toward sociil security. The elec-
tion is made by filing Form 2031
with the District Director of In-
ternal Revenue, Form 2031 may
be obtained from the Distirict
Director or from an Social Sec-
urity Administration office.

After April 15, a clergvman
who has not filed a waiver is
barred by law from electing soc-
ial eecurily coverage if in each
of fhe years 1955 and 1956 he
received $400 or more nel earn-
ings from seli-employment, in-
cluding any salary, fees, or hon-
oraria as a minister, member of
a religious order, or Christian
Science practitioner.

A clergvman who elects social
securily coverage pays his tax
as a self-emploved person. His
church is not liable for the tax,
The tax rate for 19856 is three
per cent of self-employment in-
come up to $4.200.
