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Paper company grew into an as-

sociation that was. all but a
merger. In 1928 the two presi-
dents led their companies into
a single organization that was
named the Crown ' Zellerbach
Corporation. Bloch became
chairman of the board, and Isa-

dore Zellerbach, president.
Markets are the moral of the

tale. Now, today, it is often that
the salesman initiates improve-
ment on established products
and research on new lines. It is
the work of the salesman that
brings in the money for tree
farming and technical develop-
ment of the products of tree-cro-p

harvests. And it is the work
of the forestry and product re-

search teams, in turn, that pro-
vides the salesman to "The
Trade" with bigger and better
lines, and with substantial prom-
ise for future new business.
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Anthony Zellerbach came to
San Francisco in 1868. His wife
and two little sons were with
him, on a sidewheeler from the
Sacramento river gold country.
It was a new chapter in the
American story of the multitude
of poor boys who worked and
won their way to fortune and
renown and also to service in
the building of business and in-

dustry in western wilderness
regions.

Ten yean earlier James J.
Hill, very young, friendless and
unknown, had reached St. Paul.
And in 1852 a German lad of
18, Frederick Weyerhaeuser,
had arrived in America and
made a start as a sawmill labor-
er.

Hill, Weyerhaeuser and Zel-

lerbach, all three poor boys in
their beginnings, all three poor
young men in the West of pio-

neering enterprise, fathered
forces of trade and production
that enriched forest history in
Oregon, Washington and Cali-
fornia, and live and grow on
today with promise untold for
the economic future of the en-

tire Pacific Northwest region.
