Rome City Council
Starts Campaign
Against Billboards

Rome — (UP) — This ancient
city’s’ new municipal council lost
no time in starting a drive to
curb poster and billboard adver-
tising in and around the capital

In the past year the amount of
this Kkind of advertising in-
ereased so much that complaints

poured in from civic groups.
| They protested that the bill-
boards spoiled the general aes-
thetic appearance of the city
and in particular damaged the
attraction of its many monu-

ments for tourists

From the findings of a pre-
liminary investigation the mu-
nicipal counsel discovered that
the posters and bilboards, as
well az neon lighting advertize-
menis were not only spoiling
the aesthetic appearance of mon-
uments but also were affecting
the quaint attraction of historic
streels and squares. In addition
the council reported that a good
many of the billboards were a
traffic danger.

The council immediately over-
hauled existing regulations and
sent them along to the Roman
advertisers for their comments.
Without waiting for their reply,
however, they eliminated ali
street-corner billboards and re-
stricted future highway adver-
tising to a maximum of 12 feet
high as well as limited the num-
ber in a mile to no more than 20

tracts expire, can no longer be
red or stark while. Their size,
too, has heen restricted. and
they, as well as poster billboards,
can not be placed near world
famous monuments, such a$ the
Colosseum or the Plazza Ven-

Concentrated Juice
‘Method Developed

Austin, Tex. —{UPi— A new
method of concentrating fruit
juices has been developed by
University of Texas enginecers.

Dr. Charles G. Heisig, former
graduate student now at the Uai-
| versity of Michigan, and Dr.
|Kenneth -A. Kobe, chemical
| engineering professor, developed
a new process that involves use
af high frequency electric fields.

The engineers said the process
has “a big advantage” over pre-
sent methods that lose some of
the flavor and aroma of the pro-
ducl.

“Older fruit juice processes
Dr.
Kobe said. “But our method will
conserve these losses, and we be-
lieve it will compete economical-
ly with high vacuum evapora-
tion, the process now in use. It
would make a superior product,
also.”
