We doctors call it
septicemia. In rare cases, there
is an exceedingly acute infec-
tion of the voice box and, the
little cover that fits over it, the
so-called epiglottis. Or, the in-
flammation is in the trachea or
bronchi which are tubes that
carry air from the mouth to the
| lungs, In some cases an infant
will die wvery quickly from an
infection of the bowel, In other |

| lining of the heart. This called
an acute endocarditis.

night, physicians tried to throw
the blame on a large thymus

| gland. This lies in the upper cen-

tral part of the thorax or chest.
Today, experts doubtsif a large
thymus kills many children be-|
cause 0 many children normal-
ly have a large thymus,
Everyone should know that
whenever a loved one dies a
puzzling death, it is a wise thing]
to have an autopsy made. This
can usually give an answer to
questions which otherwise could
keep harassing the relatives for
the rest of their days. In thou-
sands of cases the autopsy report
will give the unhappy mother of
a dead child great peace; it will |
keep her from blaming herself
terribly for the rest of her life.
We all know mothers who keep
saying over and over again, “If
only I hadn’t done this, or hadn’t
done that, or 1 had called anoth-
er doctor, or if 1 hadn't let the
child go to that party, this
wouldn't have happened.” Aclu-
ally, if an autopsy had been per-
formed, it might have shown
that the child had had a terrible
infection for which the mother
could not possibly be blamed in
any way. Nothing she or ten
