heard it so many hundreds of
times that I immediately know
what the trouble is.

Whenever a patient says, “I'm
terribly tired.” my first question
is, “Are you tired at the end of
a day or are you tired when you
get up in the morning?” The
normal person who works hard
is tired at the end of each day
Often he perks up and feels all
right after he eats his dinner
The person whose fatigue Iis
worse in the early morning prac-
tically always has inherited a
tendency to moodiness and mel-
ancholy.

Many of these persons are
greatly helped by taking, when
they wake, a tiny tablet of one
of the stimulating drugs, such as
Benzedrine or Dexedrine or De-
soxyn. The medicine should be
left on the table beside the bed.
I have a number of patients who
are now working and earning a
living who. before they took the
morning stimulant, could not
get going.

The drug should not be taken
ia the afternoon because, then,
it can interfere with the per-
son's sleep. The stimulating drug
tends to cut down on appetite.
Many will ask “But are these
drugs safe?” There has been
much research done to get an
answer to this question, and so
far as I can learn., most people
can take the drug for years
without getting into trouble. I
have heard of a few persons who
ran the dose up and became
habituated, but they did not
have good sense. In my experi-
ence, sensible people do not get
a habit with anything. The man
who gets habituated to a drug
is of the type who drinks toe
much alcohol, who drinks 20
cups of coffee a day, and smokes
3 packages of cigarettes. Give
him a dozen tablets of sleeping-
medicine and he is likely to take
half of them the first night.

Texan May Face
