The United States is still in-
censed at the Hungarian Com-
munist regime and the Soviet
Union for ruthlessly stamping

out Hungary's “freedom revolt” |

last fall.

The anniversary is regarded
by the State Department as
phony, Officials refer to it sar-
castically as the “so-called lib-
eration.” Soviet troops moved
into Hungary in late 1844 and
installed a Communist majority
regime in 1947. The Reds began
celebrating the 1945 “liberation”
in April, 1950.
