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Rubber Workers

Reach Agreement
New York (U.R) Repre-

sentatives of the United Rubber
Workers Union and the U. S.
Rubber company reached agree-
ment on a master contract Mon-

day night, averting a strike that
had been set far midnight.

Terms of the agreement were
not disclosed. Spokesmen said in-

dividual plant locals will con-
tinue negotiations in local issues.
The contract covers some 33,000
workers in 19 plants across the
nation.

Present wages were said by a
union spokesman to average
$1.90 an hour. The union had
sought an increase and had also
sought additional vacation, holi-

day and wage incentive benefits.

To Protest Hungary

Regime 'Barbarism'
Washington (U.R) Rep. Al-

bert P. Morano asked
President Eisenhower today to
make "the most strenuous pro-
test" against the "barbarism" of
the Communist puppet regime in
Hung3ry.

In a letter to the President,
Morano denounced the "show"
trial in which a Hungarian court
Monday sentenced three Hungar-
ian "freedom fighters" to death.

"The news, although shocking,
is nothing more than can be ex-

pected of the bloodstained pup-
pets of Soviet aggression who
now hold the freedom-lovin- g

people of Hungary in their iron
grip," he said.

Morano, a member of the
House Foreign Affairs Commit-
tee, urged Eisenhower to pro-ete- st

the court action through
the United Nations and by direct
diplomatic channels.

' Sen. Joseph R. McCarthy
meanwhile, said he is pre-

paring legislation to permit 75,-00- 0

more Hungarian refugees to
enter the United States.

McCarthy said in a statement
that ending the refugee program
would "destroy the last hope of
the people under Communist dic-

tatorships that they can look to
the United States as the strong-
hold of freedom."

Salem (U.R) A proposal
which would enable the Legisla-

House Joint Resoltuion 27,
sponsored by Rep.

Legislature Said Competent

Since 1942 the Oregon consti-
tution has required that all gaso-
line, highway use and motor ve-

hicle taxes be used strictly for
highway purposes. Oregon is one
of 27 states with such a law.

Stadley said that the Legisla-
ture was competent to decide
where highway funds amounting
to $135 million a biennium
should be used. He said that con-

ceivably there could come a time
when the money might more
properly be used for education,
welfare or other purposes.

Stadler said there was also the
possibility tfiat during depres-
sion times, the Highway Com-
mission would have too much
money while other governmental
agencies were suffering.
Williams Counters

State Highway Engineer W. C.
Williams countered that there

was no possibility of having a

surplus of highway money from
the taxes. "We have 10 times
more requests for road improve-
ments now than we have
money," ie said.

Williams said that if any funds
were diverted from the highway
program it would result in the
loss of federal matching money
under the federal inter-
state highway program.

The highway engineer said a
good part of the $135 million in
highway money was not under
his cdntrol and could not be di-

verted anyway. He said $18 mil-
lion a year went to counties and
cities for street and road work
and $84 million was federal
matching money for 1957-5-

providing the state raised its
share of $24 million.
Trucking Manager Opposed

Joining Williams in opposition
to the resolution was Bob Knipe,
manager of the Oregon Trucking
Association, who said his group
was firmly committed, to the
idea that those who use the high-
ways should pay for them.

George Dewey, Oregon High-
way Users Conference, said Ore-

gon was the first state to have a
gasoline tax and "wisely limited
it to providing for more roads."

Shah, the hated and feared lead-
er of gangsterism in Persian
Baluchistan, may have cheated
the executioner by killing him-
self.

Maj. Gen. Ali Golpira, chief a
of the Iranian gendarmerie, said
it was his personal opinion Dad
Shah committed suicide after
running out of food and water in
the desolate badlands of south-
east Iran.
No Firm Signs

Monday the two brothers of
Dad Shah, Ahmed and Moham-
med, told Pakistani police Dad
Shah had been killed in a run-
ning gunfight with Iranian po-

lice. -

There have been no firm signs
of the' fily old gunman since
March 24 when his men am-

bushed and killed Mr. and Mrs.
Kevin Carroll and Brewster Wil-
son of the U. S. Point Four mis-

sion, and their two Iranian driv-
ers. .

Pakistani security patrols cap-
tured Ahmed and Mohammed
Shah and two other bandits
along with their women andt chil-
dren last week end.

Ahmed confessed he shot the
Issaquah, Wash., woman and
claimed that Dad Shah was
killed in a gunbattle with Iran-
ian gendarmerie on April 3.
However Pakistani authorities
said he could be lying about the
death of his brother.
