The world is full of people

who are pessimistic and alarm-
ist by nature. Without many

facts at their
disposal or
without a good
understanding
of the few facts
they have,
some will rush
to legislat i v e
halls and de-

mand that re-

pressive and
Dr Alvarez nuisance laws

be passed. This is bad; what is
worse is that the alarmists fright-
en hundreds of thousands of nat-

urally worrisome people, and
cause them much mental suffer-
ing. Unfortunately, the more
alaming a magazine article is
the more newsworthy it is, and
the more likely it is to get wide
ly published and quoted.

Many people' will take it for
granted that because a substance
such as fluorine can be highly
toxic in large amounts it must
be toxic in a dilution of one in
a million parts of water. This
is like assuming that if one drops
a sleeping-table- t into a small
lake one must not then drink
the water for fear of going
sound asleep!

I recently read that because
tiny traces of stilbestrol (a syn-
thetic ovarian hormone) can get
into the flesh of chickens, and
because stilbestrol, when given
in huge doses to a tiny mouse
for perhaps all of its life, can
produce cancer, we must imme-
diately pass a law to prohibit
the giving of stilbestrol to poul-
try.

Today, some men are excited
over the possibility that some
of the coloring substances that
are added to some foods will
produce cancer. I do not get
alarmed over this sort of thing,
and I do not stop eating the
foods because I trust the ex
perts in the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration. They are constant-
ly watching to protect us from
possible danger of this type.

Recently, some men have been
frightening many people with
the idea that wen we get our
teeth or have an y

filiji made of our chest we are
likely to be injured for life.
Some people are now so fearful
of rays of all kinds that they

:-J i . i i.arc an aiu even tu nave a liuua
in the house with radium paint
on the dial! This is so foolish.
I know x-r- men who for 30
or 40 years have been exposed
almost every day to much radia-
tion, and they are still hale and
hardy. I" think this should an-
swer all the fears of the people
who are now reluctant to have
some part of their body

The only person who gets a
large and possibly harmful (aft-
er 20 years) dose of radiation is
the one who has to be treated
for cancer or some other serious
disease, and usually he has no
choice in . the matter. He has
to take the one method of treat-
ment that is offered him.

House Committee

Almost Certain To

OK School Program
Washington U.fi) A survey

showed Monday that the House
Education Committee is almost
certain to approve a compro-
mise S2 billion school construc-
tion program.

The United Press survey also
indicated the n commit-
tee will reject any proposal to
add an amend-
ment to the legislation.

However, the bill's chances of
House passage were regarded as
slim. Perhaps its most serious
hazard is the economy drive.
Final Action Delayed

The committee formally start-
ed work on the bill last Thurs-
day. But it voted 15 to 10 to
delay final action until early
next month.

The survey showed that 19
committee members generally
favor a compromise measure
drafted recently by a subcom-
mittee. It includes features from
both President Eisenhower's
school aid proposal and a more
extensive Demo'ratic substitute.

Seven members said they op-

posed the legislation; one mem-
ber endorsed portions of it, and
three were undecided.

Ten members said they would
support an amendment to forbid
use of federal funds in school
districts maintaining segregated
schools. Opposed were 17. Three
members said they had not de-
cided how they would vote.

Suchan amendment helped
kill a nmilar bill in the House
last year.

The compromise program
would authorize the federal gov-
ernment to spend $400 million a
year helping states build schools.
The states would be required to
spend a like amount.
