The Abajo repeater will ex-

pedite communications among
troops and other law enforce-
ment officers scattered over the
uranium and oil-ric- h deserts,
mountains and mesas of the
Colorado Plateau area.

A jmilar automatic, unmanned
relay station has been in opera-
tion for some time on 11.200-foo- t

Scott's Peak in the jagged
Wasatch Mountains above the
ski resort of Brighton, east of
Salt Lake City. The Scott's Peak
installation strengthens signals
broadcast and heard by officers
throughout northern Utah.
