don't eat meat; don't eat much
fat; don't salt your food; don't
drive your car, and don't make
love to your wife." All this is
enough to make a nervous wreck
out of some men.

organs which causes the
blood to be filled with countless
billions of abnormal types of
white blood corpuscles.

There is one rare type in
which the disease does not ad-
vance, and the person can live
for years. Then there are the
chronic forms which often now

Often these people have
an enormous spleen which feels
like a tumor in the upper left
quadrant of the abdomen.
