some harmless plants that re-

semble the itchy stuff.
The Michigan State Health De-

partment said the old couplet,
'leaflets three, let them be." is
one of the best reminders for the
summer.

Poison ivy grows as a vine,
bush or shrub but the best way
to spot it is to watch for three
shiny green leaflets.

Virginia creeper is similar in
appearance, the department said,
but has five leaves and is harm-
less.

A thorough washing of the part
of the body which came in con-
tact with the three shiny leaves
is the best method of counter-
acting its effects. Then a physic-
ian should be called immediately.
