On the Western or free side of
the no-man’s land, there appears
to be little if any w fever or
nervousness to disturb the conti-
nent’s seemingly prosperous and
happy exterior. That condition
may be a reflection of the tem-
pered confidence of the men
charged with defending this vital
part of the world.

There are weaknesses on the
west side of the front, notably
shortages of anti-aircraft missiles
and supersonic jet fighters and a
ground force with 18 instead of
the desired 30 divisions.

But for those whn tote up
numbers, this disparity appears
not as greal as commonly sup-
posed.

Russia’s total military man-
power is estimated at 4,600,000.
Satellite forces of questionabie
value raise that figure to 6 mil-
lion

The West's total, including the
United States and Canada, prob-
ably is 5,500,000 to 5,600,000,

Russia's army, unless it has
made some of the cuts it said it
would, is estimated at 3,200.000.

More than 900,000 Russian |
army troops plus air force and |
navy men, estimates unavailable,
-are in the Russian Far East and
Soviet interior. Thal indicates
the Soviets have 2,300,000 army |
men, plus air force and navy |
elements, in western Russia, the |
gatellites and southern Russia. |

Satellite forces add about 1-
400,000 to the total. But Western |
intelligence rates them a slender |
reed for Russia in the light of
widespread unrest.

The West's total manpower in
Europe is about 3,100,000, in-
cluding 250,000 U. §. Army, 80.-
000 U.S. Air Force and 25,000
U.S. 6th Fleet. These figures do|
not include the 400,000 French |
troops now in Algeria.

175 Red Divisions

The Russian army has 175|
divisions. About 50 of them are
in the Far East and the interior.

The So-
viet bloc could expand to 400 di- |
visions in 30 days, according to
