This would insure connec-
tions with the city sewer system
for those areas not suitable for
septic tanks, it was pointed out.

In fact, public health author-
ities say there are very few areas |
around Medford where septic |

A septic tank can even work
properly up to five years, then
go bad. The f{ifth year is actu-
ally considered the critical per-
iod.”

Give Approval

Moore explained that the
health department must give its
approval before any develop-
ment can be financed through
Federal Housing Administration,
G. I. and some private loans.

‘More and more private loan
companies are realizing that a
check by us can prevent a lot of
grief,” Moore said. “Otherwise,
we have no check until it's too
late, We do inspect on request.”

“People fail to realize that the
septic tank merely makes the
waste entering it more easily ab-
sorbed in the ground. It breaks
part of the material down and
the soil bacteria in the drainage
field break the rest of it down."”

“The thought behind hter
regulation is to protect the
health of all the populace,” the
senior sanitarian pointed out.
‘After all, why expand to cre-
ate more problems?”
