Typical Retracement

Another reflection of crowd
feelings and emotion is cited as
the typical retracement by the
imarket of simple fractions of
previous moves. It fell one-fourth
of the 432-point rise from the
ilow of 92 in April, 1942, to the
'peak of 524 and.then retraced
one-fourth of the 108 point de-
cline by rallying 27 points, from
416 to 443.

The firm warns against buy-
| ing on the market's first go-down
and adds that when and as the
{market has its:next sell-off, es-
pecially if it breaks 400, there
“probably will be a number of
|interesting and attractive pur-
chases.”

Sounds simple. It works out
like this, says the Wiesenberger
firm: “Successful investing re-
sults from a proper mixture of
courage and caution — the cour-
age to act at the right time and
the caution to appreciate the
risks in any situation.”

It would seem that a study of
crowd psychology rather than
market operations would do the
trick for the successful stock
trader.
