My father, a sky pilot, was|
found frozen and unconscious
after being lost for almost 12
hours in a Canadian blizzard
in Saskatchewan's Bigstick
Lake county.

Such pain
and the toll taken of men lost
in howling snowstorms yearly
might be spared had these
men known how to construct
shelters in the snow—as do so

panel of experts in Igloos,
Yurts and Totem Poles (Pan-
theon, N. Y.).

If you live in heavy snow
couniry or plan to go skiing
this weekend, there's no bet-
ter fun than experimenting
with an emergency overnight
Lapp shelter or, if a hard
crust of snow is available,
building an Eskimo igloo.

When out hunting meat for
his family, explains Dr. Ulla
Johansen, the Lapp will some-
times have to spend the night
outdoors. Not infrequently, |
the temperature may drop to
40 below. [

It's nothing to get excited
about. He heaps up a moun-
tain of snow, then with his
snowshoes—skis work equally
well—he hollows out a hole in
it big enough to shelter him.
Inside it, he lights a little fire.
(Every skier, incidentally,
should earry a waterproof
match case filled with match-
es, and a short piece of candle
for emergency use. Usually it
is possible for a skier to find
dry sagebrush, greasewood, or
dry evergreen twigs.) This
will make the inner walls of
the hole melt to solid ice so
that it will not cave down
during the night and smother
him. Then the Lapp extin-
guishes the fire, creeps inside,
and carefully shuis the open-
ing. Soon his little sleeping
room is so well heated by the
warmth of his own body that

Can Be Done Quickly

As for building a bigger
shelter like an igloo, with
practice that can be done
quickly, explains Dr. Wilhelm
Bierhenke. One man can build
a small emergency igloo with-
in an hour—a large one may
take two men an hour and a
half. An organized group of
boy scouts ought to throw it
up in less than a half hour.

How do the Eskimos do it?
First you must have a heavy
crust of snow. Extend your
arm and draw a large circle

thick slabs of snow with a
shovel. Place the first slab on
this circular line, with all the
pieces fitting closely together
and in such a way that they
slope slightly inward.
Leave a hole for the entrance.‘
Away from the winter winds,
if possible. Usually on the
south side.

Part of the remaining row
of slabs will be cut out of the
snow inside the house. Then
build up the house in a spiral
with the slabs, leaning them
slightly inward until the
whole house is closed on top |
like a beehive.

Finished? Not yvet. Tightly
pack the holes and slits with |
loose snow or little blocks of |

snow over the top with a
shovel, the igloo will become
stronger — strong enough toJ
support a man who will lie on
top to close the joints.

Once this is done, light a
small fire in the igloo. This
will melt the snow slightly
and it will freeze almost as
quickly, plating the inside
walls with smooth ice. |
