Rome —I— The judge pe-
ered over his glasses at the
three young towsel-haired de-
fendants standing in front of

him. He cleared his throat
and rapped for order. |

A handful of spectators lis-
tened as the judge pronoun-
ced the wverdict—guilty. An
angry whisper swept over
the audience.

With the pronouncement of
the wverdiet, a 200 - year -old
tradition was abruptly strip-|
ped from one of Rome's most
colorful and romantic splen-
dors — the Fontana di Trevi
—and one of the undeclared
rights of Roman schoolboys
was formally abrogated.

For centuries, since the
massive piece of marble sculp- |
turing that hides an intricate |
svstem of pipes supplying
water for gushing streams
and sparkling waterfalls, the
fountain, that seems to grow
out from the back at the Poli
Palace, has been a favorite
showpiece for tourists from
all over the world.

Kids Helped Selves

was built, grew the legend
that whoever throws a coin
into its 50-foot-wide, shallow
basin will return to the city.

Poor country folk,
who walk days to reach the
hallowed ground, have never
had any accommodation prob-
lem. They merely roll out
blankets and sleep under the
stars.
