ternational Longshoremen's
and Warehousemen's Union's
negotiating committee has pre-
sented a new
wage increase demand to Ha-
waii's strike-boun- d sugar in-

dustry. .

The new proposal, termed
by ILWU's President Harry
Bridges as "final," followed
intensive bargaining sessions
held Wednesday in an effort
to settle the 104-day-o- ld strike.

It calls for a two-ye- ar con-
tract in which a 16 cent raise
would be effective immediate-
ly and another 7 cents added
as of Feb. 1. -

The ILWU package further
seeks an - upgrading of top
bracket workers amounting to
about $500,000, or an increase
of 2 cents an hour per worker.

Tuesday, the union over
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whelmingly rejected a man-
agement offer of 15 cents an
