When T asked him if he would
care to take a case involving
mining law, or irrigation law,
or motion picture law, he said,
“Most certainly not;” and
there is the answer. Most of
us in this world who work at
a difficult job have to special-
ize. The problems of operating
on a defective heart valve are
so great that a man can spend
years of his life learning the
technic. Obviously, then, he
cannot, at the same time, be
learning all the fine points of
operating on diseased bones
