Now, with TV, they've got
to dip their toes into music,
script writing and photog-
raphy, says Rod Alexander,

“During TV rehearsals, I
walk around with a lens find-
er so I can help plan the cam-
era shots. This is important to
a choreographer because
many cameramen don't know
how to photograph dancing—
It's a different world to them.

“Besides knowing about
cameras, angles and lenses, a
choreographer should know
something about music, too—
know the two-four beat, three-
four and four-four beats,”
Alexander said.
