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in a tent, steroids, such as
corsitone, can be given by
mouth or by intramuscular
injection. Small doses can be
given every four to six hours
to quiet the child during an
acute attack.

Obviously, all these power-
ful drugs must be prescribed
by a physician, and their ef-

fect must be watched by him.
What is good for one child
may not work well for an-

other child, or what works
well in one type of attack
may not work well in another
type.

Today, adults with asthma
are being relieved often with
the help of a little atomizer-
like apparatus that delivers
into the back of the mouth a
small measured dose of a re-

laxing drug.
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Dr. Harry Louis Meuller of
the Children's Hospital in
Boston, recently wrote an ar-

ticle on the varius drugs used
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wheezing, the most effective
drug to open up the bronchi
or air tubes is usually a hypo-
dermic of 0.3 cc of a
solution of epinephrine (Ad-

renalin). This dose can some-
times be repeated three "times
at intervals. Ephe-
drine can be taken by mouth
to sustain the effect of the
epinephrine.

Children who are very
much afraid of a hypodermic
needle can take drugs that
are allowed to dissolve in the
mouth. A medicine can be
given, also, by rectum, using
a small catheter (a rubber
tube).
Barbiturates Help

For anxious children bar-
biturates can help a great
deal. They can be given either
