To Meet Deficiencies

Materials released from the
| stabilization stockpile shall be
sold by the secretary only to
meet deficiencies in the cur-
rent use requirements of do-
mestic industry or agencies of
the Federal government, the
bill proposes. Such sales ghall
be made to domestic consum-
ers and producers, and fo es-
tablished independent dealers
and distributors dealing pri-
marily in materials produced
in the United States and to
agencies of the federal gov-
ernment, according to the pro-
visions of the bill.
