He should not be taueht to
fear the police when he has
committed no crime. He
would not be put away with
tough boys.
Running away from home

is not an offense. It is mere-
ly an act of cowardice or a
desperate bid for love. The
child who does it frequently
is suffering very much and
needs plenty of help and un-

derstanding.
He needs to believe his par-

ents think well of him. He
needs to amount to something
among his family and friends.

Praise, affection and en-

couragement are not coddling
and these parents should not
be afraid to give Dick plenty
of this kind of attention. They
should help him develop
skills and hobbies and encour-
age him to take an afterschool
job.

Marvin and Theresa may
feel that they want further
help with the boy and should
ask the school authorities for.
