clothes. Formerly a wonderful
cook, she got so that she
couldn't even boil potatoes
well. Formerly absolutely de
voted to her daughter,' she
turned on her viciously and
malevolently, calling her all
sorts of names and hurting her
in every way .she could.

The poor daughter suffered
so terribly under this 'con-
stant abuse that she was
tempted to hate her mother,
but she resisted this with all
her might. Later, when she
learned from me about the lit-
tle strokes and what they
often do, she realized what
had happened, and then a
great peace came over her. As
she wrote me later, "No words
can describe how grateful I
felt for this- information in-

formation which enabled me
to understand perfectly, and
hence to forgive everything."
Many Exceedingly Grateful

So many of my patients
have been exceedingly grate-
ful to me as this woman now
is for helping them to under-
stand why a mother or a fath-
er changed from being very
loving to being mean and
hateful. I keep telling these
people, "Remember that your
mother is not at all responsi-
ble for what she is doing; she
had a little stroke which de-

stroyed one of the best parts
of her brain; hence it is a
very sick person who is being
mean to you. Forgive her and
keep forgiving her."

Often one of the kindest
things a physician can do is
to explain these mental
changes to patients. I will
never forget a couple of un-
married sisters around 50
years of age who came to see
me years ago. They had lived
together affectionately .all
their days, until the elder one
got a very toxic exophthalmic
goiter and, as a result, became
irritable, unreasonable and at
time definitely psychotic.

Turning angrily on her de
voted younger sister, for no
reason at all she accused her
of many supposed faults, and
nearly broke her heart. The
sick woman was so disturbed
mentally that she refused all
treatment, and soon died. Af-

ter the funeral, as I was chat-

ting with the surviving young-
er sister, I happened to re-

mark that in many cases the
poisons from a toxic goiter
seriously damage the brain.
With this, the little woman,
with her face alive with eager
ness, said, "You mean to say
that my sister's terrible be-

havior to me in those last
months could all have been
due to those poisons that
killed her?" When I said,
"Yes," the woman was so
happy she didn't know what
to do. She said, "Now for the
rest of my days I can live
happily, freed from that ter-
rible thought that my dear
sister had turned against me
and had come to hate me."
