A memo from the Senate
Republican Policy committee
this week tells GOP Senate
candidates that more Ameri-
cans are working, earning
more, producing more, buying
more and enjoying a higher
standard of living than in
1952, the last year of the Tru-
man administration.
Income Figures Higher

Similar material on the
economic situation is going out
from the Republican National
committee.

The average income for a
family of four is listed at
S7.080 this year, tip a round
thousand dollars from 1952.
The average weekly wage of
factory workers is put at
S83.10 compared with $67.97
six years ago.

In overall figures, employ-
ment in June, 1958, is shown
at 65 million, an increase of
four million since 1952. Total
personal income is put at an
annual rate of almost 352 bil-
lion dollars in June, com-

pared with 273 billions in
1952.

Total outlays for personal
consumption are listed at 288
billions, on the basis of the
annual rate last spring, com-
pared with 220 billion in 1952.

The memorandum also as-
serts that federal spending for
the year ended June 30 has
been cut below President Tru-
man's last budget. It ignores
the fact that the budget for
the new fiscal year is pointed
toward a peacetime

problem because i f, while
sleep-walkin- g, someone in the
family tries to wake him, he
fights back with his fists.

I was just reading a few
articles on sleep-walkin- g as
it was seen in Army barracks
during World War II. The
writers agreed that many of
the sleep-walke- came from
families in which there was
a tendency to epilepsy, and
when electroencephalograms
were made, these often show-
ed an epileptic type of "dys-rhythmi-

or irregular record.
In most cases, there was no
history of the lad's ever hav
ing had a fit; but in many in
stances the mother, when in-

terviewed, said that her boy
had always been hard to raise
and handle.

He had been violent, or d,

hard to control,
hard to discipline, and hard
to keep in. line at school. In
many cases he had had terri-
ble nightmares, in which he
might scream. Some of the
sleep-walke- were bright, but
one. in four did poorly in
school. In some cases the doc-

tors could get no history of
any relative with fits, but
usually they learned of rela-
tives who had a violent tem-

per, or who were alcoholic or
at times somewhat mixed-u-p

mentally.
Whenever I see a case like

this I have a set of electroen-
cephalograms made, and es-

pecially when they are typi-
cal of epilepsy, and when
some members of the family
behave like irritable epilep-
tics, I try the effect of dilantin
or some other anticonvulsive
drug. Often this help greatly.

As I write this, a mother
comes in to ask me what she
can do for a bad-temper-

boy who can't sit still, and
can't concentrate on any read-

ing. I am sending him to a
neurologist for a good exam-
ination and for the making
of electroencephalograms. If
these records of brain activity
should suggest epilepsy, I
think the neurologist will
want to see what some dilan-
tin perhaps with ' a little
mebaral (a sedative) will
do to quiet the lad.

Yugoslav physiologist today
proposed refrigeration as a
protection, for space travelers
against cosmic radiation.

The scientist, Prof. Jevto
M. Radulovic, said research
has shown that hypothermy
the cooling of living things
to temperatures far below
against many of the hazards
of space flight.

These hazards include the
regions of intense radiation
now known to exist between
the earth and the far reaches
of space.

Radulovic gave his ideas
in a paper prepared for the
First International Congress
of Radiation Research this
week at' the University of
Vermont.

"We may presume with cer-

tainty," his paper said, "that
in this era of interplanetary
flights, hypothermy will play
a protective role against the
harmful cosmic radiation."

The Yugoslav's paper, was
one of several reports to the
congress on means of pfotect-tin- g

living things from dam-

aging radiation, whether
atomic power plants, medical

ing the earth from solar, stel-

lar, and inter-galacti- c space.
