|00 LATE TO CLASSIFY [

Just because of a piece of
furniture may look awkward,
cumbersome and otherwise in
poor tasie, one shouldn't as-
sume that it is necessarily
without value. It may have a
very considerable value.

A case in point is that of a
friend who recently exclaim-
ed indignantly over the price
tag on a chair displayved in an
interior decorator’s shop.

It was $200, and what irri-
tated her was that the iden-
tical chair had been priced at
only $30 a few weeks before,
She remembered it well be-
cause it was such a monstrosi-
tv.

Her labeling it that was not
unjustifiable. 1t was a square
chair with the back along two
sides at right angles to each
other. Three of the legs were

perfectly plain, but the
fourth, which happened to be
directly opposite the right

angle forming the center of
the back, was a very ornate
job in marked contrast to the
others.

Where it joined the seat of
the chair it swelled outward

The purchase of sheets of
new stamps as issued continue
to be a sound investment,
even though the quantity of
a given stamp will run into
the hundreds of millions and
even billions.

An example is the series
of 12 stamps put out in 1932
to commemmorate the 200th
anniversary of George Wash-
ington's birth. The stamps
range in face value from 12
cent to 10 cents. Well over
4 billion of the 2-cent item
were printed and the number
run off of most of the others
was well in excess of 100,-
000,000.

Nonetheless, the catalogue
value of those stanmps today
is over eight times the face
value. In other words, if one
had bought a sheet of 100 of
each demomination in the
series, he would have invest-
ed a total of $57. But their
catalogue value now stands
about $460.

It is quite true, of course,
that the catalogue wvalue is
aetermined by the prices
stamps bring at retail, not

The fact that auction rec-
ords may show a low price
for a given book dges not
mean that a good copy will
not bring a much higher
price.

Prices paid at auction are
sometimes meaningless as an
indication of the real value
of a work. They are most
effective when there are sev-
eral recorded sales of the
same item, but even then
their true significance de-
pends on a knowledge of the
condition of the items sold.

An illustration is to be
found in the recent sale of
one of the books by Stephen
Crane, author of “The Red
Badge Of Courage.”

The book referred to is en-
titled “The Third Violet.” It
was published in New York,
in 1897, only two years after
Crane’s famous Civil War
story had appeared and while
Crane was at the very height
of his reputation.

Though “The Red Badge
Of Courage” and ‘‘Maggie,”
a still earlier work of the
author’s, command prices

1 recognized the type at

price, as far as my friend was
concerned. Only the owner
of the establishment could do
that.

His explanation was simple.
His associates, who had priced
it originally, had not recog-
nized the piece for what it
was, probably a product of
the late 1700's. He had been
away on a business trip and
fortunately had returned just
in time to price it properly
before someone bought it,

by the prices dealers pay for
stamps.

However, even on that basis
the investment is still worth-
while, wholly aside from the
nonmonetary satisfactions the
collector gets.

One man I know recently
sold his collection of 12 sheets
of Washingion bicentennials
for $325. He wanted the
money in a hurry and didn't
mind taking what some would
call a loss. He very sensibly
didn't regard it as a loss
though.

His experience with other
investments plainly showed
his purchase of the stamps
in 1932 for $57 was one of
the soundest he had ever
made. With all due allowance
fur depreciation of the dollar
through inflation, he had still
practically tripled his invest-
ment,

If he had done the same
thing with the money he put
into most of the stocks and
bonds he bought in ithe early
1930’s, he said, he would have |
been in a far better financial
position today.

let” has been selling at $4
and $5 in recent years on the
first edition auction market.

However, anyone who finds
a copy of this work should
not be satisfied with anything
like tht price, provided the
book is in good condition.

Serious collectors of Crane’s
works, and there are many
of them, would be quite will-
ing to pay much more for a
sound copy of the first edi-
tion.

One collector I know bought
a copy recently for $30 and
felt himself lucky to get it at
that price.
