Quarantine Repealed
On Bulb Nematode
Balem-The gquarantine
which Oregon has maintained
for more than a gquarter of a
century against the narcissus
bulb nematode was repealed
Aug. 20 by the state depart-
ment of agriculture.
Officials said the gquaran-
iine has outlived its useful-
ness, as the nematode is now
widely distributed.
