Because George (Snuffy)
Stirnweiss, ex-New York Yan-
kee second baseman and
American League batting
champion in 1945, could be at
the bottom of Newark Bay—
imprisoned in one of the
coaches of a commuter train
that plunged through an open
drawbridge Monday morning
at nearby Bayonne, N. J.

Stirnweiss left his home
here in time to catch the ill-
fated 9:16 a.m. Jersey Central
train. He had a noontime
luncheon appointment in Ne
York. :

A station agent at the Red
Bank station reportedly saw
Snuffy board one of the front
cars of the train. He hasn't
been heard from since.

Stirnweiss, born Oct. 26,
1919, the son of a New York
City policeman, entered the
Yankees' farm system in 1940
after a brilliant baseball and
football career at the Univers-
ity of North Carolina and
joined the Yankees in 1943.
He remained with the Yan-
kees until 1950 when he was
traded to the St. Louis Browns
and he was with the Cleveland
Indians in 1951 and 1952.

Stirnweiss had a 10-year
major league batting average
of .268 and appeared in three
World Series for the Yankees.

His best year was 1845
when he led the American
League with a .309 batting av-
erage, 107 runs scored, 195
hits, 22 triples and 33 stolen
bases. The previous season he
hit .319, collected 205 hits and
stole 55 bases.

New Yerk —(f) — The New
York Giants are ready for an-
other crack at one of the most
frustrating tasks in sports —
trying to catch the Cleveland
Browns.
New York is just one of five
teams that have been chasing
Coach Paul Brown's Brownies
since they entered the Na-
tional Football league in 1950,
But the Giants probably are a
bit more sensitive about
Cleveland’s domination of the
division than the other four
Eastern clubs.

New York usually has been
closest to the Browns at the
end of the season and won the
Eastern crown in 1956, the
only year Cleveland failed to
win it since entering the NFL.
The Browns regained the title
last year, forcing the Gianis
to accept second place for the
fourth time since 1949.

Wanted Guards And Tackles

The Giants begin the 1958
season with an excellent of-
fensive backfield and cefens-
ive platoon. But the team’s
success may depend upon
whether first-class players can
be developed for an offensive
tackle job and the guard po-
sitions.
The Giants have an all-
league offensive tackle in
Roosevelt Brown. Two rook-
ies, J. T. Frankenberger of
Kentucky and Frank Youso of
Minnesota, are the top candi-
dates for the other offensive
tackle spot.

Western, is the fastest man the
Giants have had in years and
figures to be a threat as a re-
ceiver on long passes. And
don’'t be surprised if Gifford
pops up as a quarterback if
Conerly and Heinrich disap-
point the coaches.

Kyle Rote, Bob Schnelker
and Ken MacAfee are veteran
ends with Rote one of the
league's masters at getting
open to take short passes, Ray
Wietecha is a top-notch center.
