Regulus Missile |
Test Adds Weapon
ToNavy Arsenal

Point Mugu, Calif, — WUFD —
Stealth and atomic destruction |
were combined today in a
Navy weapons system capable
of flinging devastation 1.000
miles inland from -a sub-
marine.

The newest weapon in the
Navy's atomic-age arsenal was
tested Tuesday when the sub-
marine USS Gravback sur-
faced off the California coast
and fired a Regulus II con-
trolled missile 200 miles.
First Sub Firing

It was the first time the
stubby winged Regulus II, a
57-foot, turbo-jet powered
weapon capable of flving more
than 1,000 miles at twice the
speed of sound, had been fired
from a submarine,

The sleek Grayback sur-
faced near the Point Mugu
naval air missile test center.
disgorged the missile from
one of two forward carrying
pods, and swung it into posi-
tion on a swiveling launcher.

The Regulus II, essentially
a remote-controlled jet air-
craft, roared aloft assisted by
a jet booster and, trailing a
wake of smoke, flew seaward.

It was turned inland and
under *“‘positive conirol” on
the ground and by accom-
panying chase planes winged
toward Edwards Air Force
Base, 100 miles northeast of
Los Angeles,

Controlled Landing

The missile made a “con-
trolled wheels-up landing" at
Edwards, caught fire and
burned. Spokesmen blamed
destruction of the craft on
failure of “peacetime recov-
ery gear."”

In war, there would be no
need of landing the Regulus
on its tricvele gear. It would
slam into its target from 60, -
000 feet above or hedge-hop
to its target.

Although the missile was
supposed to have been recov-
ered intact as others have
been on firings from this test
center, department of defense
spokesmen said the launching
was a "‘success.”

when asked about a copyright-
ed story in the San Francisco
Examiner Tuesday that an in-
surance company has refused
to pay a $20,000 policy on the
life of William Payne, a pas-
senger on the plane.

It said he was known to be
heavily in debt and had taken
out three life insurance poli-
cies totaling $145,000 in the
two weeks before the plane
left San Francisco for Hono-
lulu,

The Examiner added that
Payne was a former Navy
frogman and demolition ex-
pert.

A CAB expert told United
Press International that lab-
oratory examination of pieces
of the plane's wreckage ruled
out “a bomb explosion of any
kind" within the fuselage.

He said “we were quite con-
cerned with the possibility of
sabotage but we found no evi-
dence to support such a the-
ory. What evidence we had
was against it."”

The Examiner story said
two insurance companies have
paid Payne's widow, Harriet,
$125,000.

Mrs. Payne, Manteca, Calif.
has retained San Francisco at-
torney Elliott Semour who
said he would file suit to col-
lect the $20,000 from the
third insurance company. He
identified it as Western Life
of Helena, Mont.

May Face Strike

Portland -{PI- The Port-
land Newspaper Guild, Local
165, Tuesday night empower-
ed its bargaining commitiee
to order a strike against the
Oregon Journal, the Oregon-
ian, “or both.” No sirike date
was set.

Union President Robert
Shults said the Guild contract
with the two dailies expired
June 1 and that meetings
with management “failed to
produce a sound offer.”

A joint statement was re-
leased by the newspapers. It
read: “Guild and company ne-
gotiators have worked out
most of the substance of sev-
eral new contract provisions
which the Guild is seeking.
The companies have made it
clear that they would offer
the Guild the same wage
package accepted by the other
organized groups this year,
and in addition a health and
welfare program covering the
Oregonian as well as the
Journal — just as soon as the
Guild commitiee settled down
to tie up loose ends on points
agreed upon and reduced their
other demands to manage-
able proportions.”

Threat To Pilofs
On Jet Flights

Seattle — IPD — Nick Bez,
president of West Coast Air-
lines, has issued a statement
denying a charge that the line
tried to get its pilots to fly
the new turbopowered Fair-
child F-27 aircraft under
threat of discharge and with-
out a raise in pay.

C. M.” Sayven, president of
| the Air Line Pilots Associa-
| tion, made the charge in Chi-
cago Tuesday after the ALPA
set a deadline of 11:59 p.m.
today for a strike of its mem-
ber pilots against West Coast.

The ALPA said 88 pilots
would be involved in such a
walkout against the line,
which operates in Oregon,
Idaho and Washington. The
dispute is reported to be over
pay rates and other factors
in flying the F-27s.

Sayen said the line had
tried to get the pilots “‘under
threat of discharge” to fly the
new aircraft without a raise
in pay and without establish-
ing rules or working condi-
tions.

Bez denied the charge.

“There were no threats of
discharge,” he said. "P‘its
who had previously been
scheduled to take training
flights Tuesday were asked
to do so and the flights were
made."”

“Our offer is $241 a month
more than our pilots receive
presently for flying the Doug-
las DC-3,” Bez said.

Parry said the power firm
had forces working day and
night to complete the {fish
trap which had been damaged
at one end. Officials of Mor-
rison - Knudson Company
said the main concern was to
save the fall chinook run of
some 20,000 salmon which is
heading upstream toward the
dam.

Holmes said he be
lieved a great deal of good
was accomplished at calling
the conference.
