Things Too Good

With all these things in
favor of the stock market, it
would seem to the novice
that prices could soar and
S0ar.

But Wall * Street worries
when things look too good.

With everything discount-
ed correctly, what is there
left to boom the market?
Earnings and dividends will
rise, but this has been antici-
pated. Employment will rise
but this ftoo has been dis-
counted.

This would seem to many
market experts as the time
for a market decline — a pe-
riod of profit-taking that
could ease some of the recent
gains.

Of course, the experts have
been wrong on many occa-
sions. Not a few of them
made mistakes in guessing the
extent of the recent advance
that carried industrials to a
new record high.

These experts right now
are wondering if the Federal
Reserve might not apply the
pressure of margins a bit
more.

Some even are talking
about 100 per cent margins
which means no margin at
all. We had 100 per cent mar-

raised to 100 per cent from
75 per cent on Jan. 21, 1946,
and held at that high rate for
a little more than a year to
Feb. 1, 1947, when they were
cut to 75 per cent.

Affer the margin rise of
1946 to 100 per cent the mar-
ket had a momentary decline
and then it rose again until
the industrial average had
sel a new high since 1930 at
212.50.

Then the market turned
down until it touched 161.60
on June 13, 1949. A new bull
movement started there.

If one couldn't get margin
from his broker because of a
100 per cent margin rule, he
could theoretically at least go
to a bank and borrow money
against his stock and then
take the loan and buy more
stock.
