You
will need a supply of bottle caps (the crinkly-edged
kind are best) and a stout piece of wood (132 inches thick)
that measures 18x12 inches. Have enough bottle tops to
arrange in rows hollow side up on the wood.

It is not necessary to remove the
cork liners in the caps. All these rough-edged circles
make a fine scraper. When they fill with dirt, just
knock the scraper sharply against something hard.
