Mining Congress

Hears of Federal

Silver Purchase
San Francisco-TOPD-T- he U.S.

Treasury now holds 2,800,000
ounces of silver with a coin-
age value of more than $2
billion in excess of its cost, a
California mining executive
said today.

David L. Feathers, vice
president of the Bunker Hill
company of San Francisco,
told the American Mining
Congress he cited these fig-
ures to refute charges by
some economists that the gov-
ernment is "subsidizing" the
nation's silver industry.

Feathers said some experts
have claimed that the govern-
ment is buying silver at "ex-
travagant prices" with the
taxpayers' money.

"The fact is," he said, "the
monetization of gold and sil-
ver never involves the expen-
diture of money simply be-
cause the paper issued for it
is in effect merely a receipt
for the metal so deposited, or
else the metal itself is minted
into coins.

"If government silver pur-
chases constitute a subsidy
and misuse of the taxpayers'
money, would that we had
more of it."

In a resolution presented to
the delegates, the Mining
Congress urged that Congress
restore the gold standard and
that the government aid and
encourage other governments
in restoring gold and silver
money as a standard of
wealth.
