More than 685,000 Korean
conflict veterans will soon be
able to convert their previous-
ly le term GI in-

surance to permanent GI pol-
icies, S. T. Brannock, officer
in charge, Medford, Veterans
administration office, said to-

day.
The affected term GI pol-

icies, Brannock explained, are
identifiable by the letters
"RS" which precede the
policy numbers.

Beginning next January, a
new statute will provide the
thousands of "RS" policyhold-
ers with three options:

1. To convert their "RS"
term policies ' to permanent
plans of GI insurance.

2. To exchange their "RS"
term policies for a "limited
convertible" term policy
carrying a lower premium
rate, but which-aft- er Sept. 1,
1960-c- an not be renewed by
persons who have passed their
50th birthday.
