He
learns how to keep the hole
closed for most of the day
and night; what to eat, and
what not to eat; how to get
the boweis to move; how to
keep the skin clean and not
irritated; how to prevent
odors from escaping, and how
to prevent accidents due to
the fecal materials escaping |
from the bowel al inoppor-
tune times.
