Three main items topped
the White House agenda: (1)
Apathy and lack of sufficient-
Iy energetic effort within the
party: (2) the President’s own
campaign plans and possible
additions; and (3) strategy for
the period remaining before
the Nov. 4 elections,

Inherent in each was the
need, as the President saw it,
to overcome a widespread de-
featist attitude and belief that
a big Democratic victory this
fall is inevitable.

The Chief Executive him-
self was ready to devote virtu-
ally the entire remainder of
this month to the campaign.
