ur Alvarei that lasts four
or five hours. It is so bad that
no amount of aspirin will
touch it. As yet, no doctor
has given us a definite diag-
nosis."

Because this is typical mi-

graine, I imagine the physi-
cians in charge were reluct-
ant to diagnose the disease
in a child so young. Actually,
in a considerable percentage
of cases, the migranous per-
son began with his vomiting
spells or his headaches when
he was six years old.

Commonly, the child is sent
home from school because of
a spell in which he keeps
retching, and perhaps is re-

markably apathetic, so that
he will not answer questions.
Some of these children suffer
from abdominal pain. The
spell may last from a few
hours to a day or two. Usu-

ally, it will be found that
several near-relativ- es have
migraine, with a severe one-
sided sick headache.

In this boy's case, the be-

ginning fuzziness of vision is
typical of migraine, and is
called a scotoma. In rare
