Bowel Heavily Infected

Dr. Albert Rowe has shown
that in a few cases an ulcera-
tive colitis can develop up
on a food allergy. Eventual-
ly, the bowel becomes heavily
infected with bacteria, and
large segments of the mucous
lining of the colon ulcerate
out. Later, the colon becomes
narrowed and shortened and
much scarred. It is easy to
make the diagnosis by look-
ing into the bowel with a
lighted tube, or by
the colon.

Unfortunately, as yet, no
drug has been found that will
work a spectacular cure. My
old friend, Dr. J. A. Bargen,
who I imagine has seen more
of this disease than any other
man living relies much on
one of the sulfonamides. Im-
provement can sometimes be
worked by the giving of one
of the new cortiaone-- l ike
drugs. The commonly - used
antibiotics, unfortunately", do
not work a cure. In acute
stages of the disease, the
patient needs bed rest, a
special diet, sedatives, and
perhaps a number of transfu-sion- s.

The patient should
never be left on a starvation
type of diet.
Can Be Controlled

In some clinics it is the
custom to operate and remove
the diseased colon; in other
centers, the physicians are
not enthusiastic about this
type of treatment. Fortunate-
ly, in about half of the cases
the disease can be kept under
fair control Flare-up- s are
likely to come when the
patient has a bad cold or is.
under heavy nervous strain.
I always like to see a patient
take good care of himself at
the start of the disease. It is
bad to neglect it until the
colon is so badly scarred it
can never work well again.
Unfortunately, many persons
haven't enough money so
they can go to a hospital and
be well treated. So long as
they have to worry about
finances, it is hard for them
to get well. It is hard enough
for many persons to get well
even when they haven't much
to worry about. I am happy
to say that recently Miles
Fiterman of 4 5 0 0 Lyndale
Ave. N., Minneapolis, 12,
Minn., has started a Founda-
tion for research into the
cause and treatment of this
disease. He has with him in
this enterprise a fine advisory
board of eminent physicians.
