Should a Woman Over 35 Try
To Have Her First Baby?

In an article by Drs. H. W.
Schmitz, Lawrence McGowan
and Charles J. Smith of the
Lewis Memor-
ial Maternity
Hospital and
Loyola Uni-
versity, in
Chicago, they
§ say that a wo-
man is more
than usually
likely to have
¢ omplications
_ Dr Alvares  and difficult-
ies if she has her first baby
after the age of 35. Dangers |
are, of course, greater if she
has her first baby after the
age of 40, Always, it is the
first child that is likely to give
the woman her hardest Iabor.
A woman who has had séveral
children by the time she is 35
can usually haveé another
without much trouble, be-
cause her pelvic tract has op-
ened up. But the older she
gets, the greater her chances
of having a miscarriage or a
defective child.

Of 277 women who had
their first child between the
ages of 35 and 46, caesarean
section was performed in 11.2
per cent, usually because the
child was large for the wom-
an's pelvis. In the cases of
women delivered in the usual
way, 6.4 per cent had what
the doctors call breech presen-
tation ((buttocks first). This
makes things rough for the
mother and dangerous for the
baby. In 6 per cent there was
a fransverse position, in which
neither the head nor the
breech comes down, and if
the mother's life is to be saved
the obsteirician must be very
able.

One Maternal Death

In this series of 277 women
there was one maternal death.
Some 4.3 per cent of the in-
fants were not perfectly form-
ed. There were 13 per cent
who came prematurely, and
this fact gave an infant mor-
