Oklahoma Experiment

Now I read of an interesting
experiment carried out by Dr.
H, H. Donahue and Phoebe A.
Fowler, of the Department of
Mental Health in the State of
Oklahoma. They started giv-
ing the patients in the State
Mental hospital food that was
tasty and inviting, and im-
mediately there came a change
in the mental state of the pa-
tients. There were no more
fights in the dining rooms,
and at night there was much
less trouble with noisy night-
mares. The patients’ skins
soon looked much better.

Through the years, the
years, the chef had never no-
ticed that certain of the least
tasty foods were always left
on the patients’ trays, nor had
it occurred to him that there
was no sense in buying these
foods if later they were going
to be-thrown out.

A while ago, Dr. Tom Spies,
pointed out that if city fathers
would only give the sick in
their charity hospitals better
food, they could get many
of them back to work sooner
—which would mean a big sav-
ing of money.
