Instead, it is intended
to protect the descendants of
recently imported Prussian
wild boar.
Discrimination

That, it seems to me, is a
case of discrimination that
should be adjusted by raising
our own wild pigs to the same
level. They, too, are of Euro-
pean descent" with an ancestry
fully as distinguished though
not so well recorded. In addi-
tion, they are unquestionably
of the most redoubtable pio-nee- d

stock.
The razorbacks of the Mis-

sissippi river bottoms and
other parts of the South are,
many of them, descendants of
the 13 pigs which Hernando
De Soto brought with him to
Florida in 1539. The history
of the expedition proves it
conclusively.

As for those found farther
north, they are descended
from those brought over by
the Cavaliers to Virginia or
the Puritans to Massachusetts.-I-

both cases the pigs multi-
plied so fast that within 20
years they alone among all
livestock brought over were
listed as simply "innumer-
able." Not only that but the
English soon passed laws for-

bidding' Indians to earmark
their hogs. Otherwise the
whites could not tell whether
a pig offered for sale by an
Indian had been stolen.
Chief Protection

This earmarking of pigs, by
the way, is the chief protec-
tion of a pig has today in
California, outside of Mon-
terey county.

Since the days of the Spani-
ards, pigs have been runningwild in the Sierra. Many
ranchers today earmark- - their
pigs arid turn them loose in
the hills. If a 'man shoots an
earmarked pig, he damages
the owner.

AN ORDINANCE submitting to

the legal voters of the City of Med-
ford proposed acts of municipal
legislation at the general election
to be held November 4. 1958.

THE CITY OF MEDFORD DOTH
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. That there be, and
hereby is, submitted to the legalvoters of the City of Medford for
their approval or rejection at the
general election the following pro-
posed act of municipal legislation
amending the Charter of the said
City as ordained by the Council of
the City of Medford by Ordinance
No. 7044:
CHARTER AMENDMENT REFER-

RED TO THE PEOPLE BY THE
CITY COUNCIL

AN ACT
To amend the City Charter of the

City of Medford, Oregon, by
amending Section 165 thereof to
exclude assessment for" sidewalk
construction from the petition re-

quirements applicable to street
paving.

BE IT ENACTED by the people
of the City of Medford that the
City Charter of the City of Med-
ford be amended by amending Sec-
tion 165 thereof to read as follows:

"Section 165. The City Council
shall not have power to levy
special assessments for paving,
other than sidewalk construction,
except upon petition signed by
the owners, according to the
records in the office of the Coun-
ty Recorder, of property to an
aggregate amount of a majority
ox the lineal frontage on the
improvement to be made and of
the area within the limits of the
assessment district to be created
therefor."
SECTION 2. That the ballot title

for the measure provided to be
submitted to the iegal voters by
said Ordinance No. 7044. as afore-
said, and returned to the City Re-
corder by the City - Attorney is
adopted as hereinafter set forth,
and the following is the number,
ballot title and form in which said
measure shall appear on the ballot:

SECTION 3. That the precincts
and polling places, judges and
clerks, and hours of and for the
election at which the foregoing
measure shall be submitted, shall
be the same as those designated,
appointed and set within the City
of Medford. Oregon, for the State
General Election to be held on
November 4, 1958.

SECTION 4. Notice of said elec-
tion shall be given by. the City
Recorder by publication of a full
copy of this ordinance in three
issues of the Medford Mail Tribune,
a newspaper published and of gen-
eral circulation in the City of
Medford. Oregon, two of which
publications shall be not less than
10 days prior to such election, and
by causing a full copy of this
ordinance to be posted at each
of the places for holding said elec-
tion and at three public places
within the City of Medford not
less than two weeks prior to such
election.

SECTION 5. The City Recorder
is hereby directed to certify the
above mentioned proposed Charter
amendment to the County Clerk of
Jackson County, Oregon, within the
time and as may be provided by
law for the submission of municipal
measures at General Elections, and
to further provide such supplies for
the conduct of such election as may
be required to be supplied by the
City of Medford in connection
therewith.
