One of my eccentric patients
bought himself a lonely is-

land in a big Minnesota lake.
There he says he is happy be-
cause no one can come near
to bother him.

And so, I keep saying to
those of my mildly psychotic
patients who say they want
to stay sane, "Stay social;
think for others; do kind and
thoughtful things for others,,
and try to win and keep the
love of some fine person of
the opposite sex."

In my early days of prac-
tice, it todk me several years
to learn never to try to cure
anyone against his will. Also,
I learned that people would
seldom mend their ways and
reform simply because I had
them held out rewards or ad-

vantages, or tried to scare
them with threats of some dis-

aster that lay ahead for them.
No; those who tried to get
well and did get well, and
those who tried to quit bad
habits, and did quit them, all
had strong desire for improve-
ment, down deep in them,
that caused them to change.
As Seneca wisely said so long
ago, "It is part of the cure
to wish to be cured."
