I wish all those mistakenly- |
generous referees in industrial |
accident cases, and all jurors
who like to soak a kind em-
ployer many thousands of
dollars for an accident in
which a crippled employee
fell down and hurt himself,
could know that every time
they do such a wrong thing,
they cause hundreds of kind-
ly - disposed employers to
order their employment man-
ager never again to accept a
bandicapped man. Many a
time when physicians have
testified in court that all the
evidence indicated that the
man had fallen down and got-
ten hurt because he was a
epileptic or had had a stroke,
or had abrain tumor, the ref-
eree or the jury has gone
ahead and awarded him huge
damages.

Will Save Money

It should be obvious that
the state or city that will set
up adeguate shops to care for
all those many handicapped
persons who are usually turn-
ed down by employment
managers will save much
money., Why should we tax-
payers be spending millions
supporting these people when,
if given a chance, they gladly
would go to work to support
themselves and their families?
I remember one day in Los
Angeles going through a big
workshop for the blind. There
I saw 140 blind or almost
blind persons hard at work,
earning their own living,
Some were running power
sewing machines, while others
were making baskets, brooms
and other things.
