therapist. In the first 10

months, 1,110 patients were
seen at the out-patie- nt center
and in the clinic. Treatment
was generally individual psy-

chotherapy plus sometimes a
short course of electroshocks
or a modified insulin shock
treatment. The psychiatrists
made over a thousand visits
to 432 patients in their homes.
Often the social service work-
er kept helping the patient
afterwards. Interestingly, the
admissions to a neighboring
mental hospital decreased by
59 per cent during the 10
months of the experiment.

The commonest . trouble
with the patients was depres-
sion. Hopeful is the fact that
when, shock treatments were
given quickly at the start of
the depression, the patient
generally got well quickly.
When there was much delay
in giving the correct treat-
ment as there usually is to-

day because of the failure of
someone to make the correct
diagnosis there often was
considerable difficulty in get-

ting the patient well.
Hospital Often Unnecessary

The doctors found that
with the help of such a clinic,
the placing of nervous pa-
tients in a mental hospital is
often unnecessary. Hospitali-
zation sometimes does harm
to a patient by separating him
from his surroundings, his
family arid his private physi-
cian. It is only when there is
a fear that the patient may
commit suicide or may injure
the people around him, or
when he is in a poor physical
condition, that he needs to be
hospitalized.

I think that in the next few
years we are going to see
many more such psychiatric
clinics established. They are
so greatly needed today be-

cause of the thousands of
mentally disturbed people
who cannot get any help.
Many do not know that they
should see a psychiatrist;
many of those who know they
need one do not know where
to find one; and many, if they
were to find one, would be
unable to nay for his services.

Dr. Alvarez hopes his read-
ers will understand that it
would be impossible for him
to answer requests for infor-
mation or to attempt to diag
nose by mail. .
