filled his pipe. The plaintiff
was injured later while light- |
ing his pipe. The court held
the store owner liable for the
injuries, even though he was

merely plaving a *“practical
joke”
Courts decided relatively

few of these cases. Those that
have been decided., however,
are pretty much in agreement
that the ‘“practical joker”
who plays these rather cruel
jokes on his fellow man,
shouid be made to answer in
damages for injuries inflicted
as a result of such jokes,
