pital.
One Resident Burned

Another resident, Charles
Wilson, was burned while try-
ing to put out the fire which
had spread to his yard. His
condition also was reported
as fair,

One witness, Lawrence
Johnson. said that “fire was
coming out (of the plane) be-
fore it hit."

An unidentified telephone
lineman said the plane barely
missed the pale on which he
was working, and that an ob-
ject that fell from the plane
almost hit him

Wreckage was scattered
over about five blocks, and
one of the homes it struck
was demolished.

Lt. George Muelich, infor-
mation officer at Hunter, said
the Stratotankers normally
carry a crew of six, but that
five observers were aboard on
this flight.
