As most church-goer- s must

have noticed by now, some-
thing is happening to religious
services in America.

Clergymen call it "the lit-

urgical revival." Translated
from the Greek, this simply
means that churches are try-
ing to restore meaning and
vitality to public worship.

The specific reforms vary
considerably from one denom-
ination to another. But they
fall into two general categor-
ies.

1. Churches that have fixed
forms of worship the Roman
Catholics, Episcopalians, Lu-
therans and Presbyterians, for
example are putting new
emphasis on the role of the
congregation. They are seek-
ing to make the man in the
pew an active participant,
rather than a passive spec-
tator, in worship.

2. Evangelical Protestant
bodies, in which each minister
is free to choose his own order
of service, are moving toward
greater formality and dignity.
They are gradually introduc-
ing robes for the choir and
sometimes the minister; organ
preludes to create a mood of
reverence and eliminate pre-servi-

Leaders of the liturgical
movement agree that all of
these benefits may be found
at church. But they say it is
basically wrong to think of
church attendance in self-center-

terms of "what I get
out of it." The first and

purpose of go-

ing to church is render to God,
as his due, the tribute called
worship. -

And what does worship
mean? One classic definition
is that of the late William
Tarnple, archbishop of Canter-
bury:

"To worship is to quicken
the conscience by the holiness
of God, to feed the mind with
the truth of God, to purge the
imagination by the beauty of
God, to open up the heart to
the love of God, to devote the
will to the purpose of God."

An old catechism expresses
the same thought in fewer
words:

"Worship is man's acknowl-
edgment of the supreme value
of God."

A recent example in the
first category was a directive
issued by the Vatican last
month prescribing an expand-
ed role for Roman Catholic
laity in the celebration of the
mass.
