Dr Alvarei cases, he con-

eluded that the heart attack
generally comes simply be-
cause disease in an artery has
reached a point at which it
suddenly can stop the flow
of blood; the blood no longer
can get past the obstruction
or past a clot that has formed
in the narrowed place. In
many cases there is no gen-
eralized hardening of the ar-

teries, but only a solitary ul-
cer in one artery of the heart.

Dr. Master said that 440
attacks occurred while the
person was at rest during the
day, and 367 occurred during
sleep. There were 212 that
came while the person was
walking; another 412 came
during mild activity, and 142
came during moderate activ
ity. Only 30 out of the 1,603
came during unusual or severe
exertion. This means that the
wife of a man who has a
heart attack must not be con-

stantly saying, "Don't lift
that; don't walk so fast; or
don't go up those stairs."

There is absolutely no sci-

entific justification for her
fears. If she were logical she
would say, "Keep out of that
bed and easy chair, and go
out for a long walk." There
is some evidence to indicate
that exercise prevents heart
attacks. Farmers and laborers
have a very low incidence of
such attacks, but we do not
know exactly why.

So often I get letters from
unhappy women, who say,
"My husband is an alcoholic
and I wish I knew how to
help him. About all I do us-

ually, when I 'try to talk to
him, is to get angry. He won't
do a thing about his drinking,
and he even maintains that
it doesn't do him any harm.
He keeps doing this after he
lost a couple of good jobs,
and has driven out of me al-
most all of my love for him.
Even our children are now
getting to be afraid of him or
disgusted with him." As I
have said here before, a man
like that cannot be helped by
Alcoholics 'Ancnomous. They
try to help only those persons
who much want help and will
admit that they need it.
