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he said, "most don't seem to
care." Many are fairly satis-
fied because they now get a
little medicine, whereas in
the old days they just could-
n't afford to see a doctor.

As Dr. Marshall said, in an
overcrowded office, "every
doctor will admit that the
quality of his work has deter-
iorated." And this feeling
eventually can ruin the
scheme of socialized medicine
because t o day no sensible
young man wants to go into
medicine.

As Dr. Marshall said, "I
would certainly not advise my
son to go into it." I have had
a number of my British phy-
sician friends tell me this.
Several said, also, that in or-

der to escape into freedom
again, they plan to emigrate
to Can ada, Australia, or
South Africa.

Some of my readers may
ask, but why doesn't the Gov-
ernment pay the doctors
more? In the first place, the
cost of socialized medicine
has soared so that the English
are now paying more for me-

dical services than they paid
before. How the mounting tax
burden is to be borne no one
knows. But more pay would-
n't make the doctors much
happier. What they are ob-

jecting to is the killing life,
and the lack of time in which
even to ask the patients what
the trouble is. There is no sat-
isfaction or pride left in what
they are doing. No one can
see 130 patients a day and do
more than, first, glance at the
patient's complaint expressed
in one or two words, written
on a piece of paper by the
doctor's nurse; and, second,
put down a number designat
ing a medicine.
Filling Out Blanks Problem

We must remember that
one of the worst phases of so-

cialized medicine is that the
filling out of blanks in quad-
ruplicate may take longer
than it does to treat the pa-
tient. The doctors are think-
ing seriously of revolting
against all this, and they are
now studying the problem.
They will not strike against
the patients, but they will re-

fuse to fill out the hundreds
of "forms" that now have to
go to the bureaucracy.

In another excellent inter-
view, reprinted from the Los
Angeles Times, L. D. Hotch-kis- s

reported his brief visit to
New Zealand, a country
which has long been run as
a socalistic Utopia. Everyone
there is supposed to be tak-
en care of medically from in-

fancy to old age. A man is ev-

en buried by the Government.
Unfortunately, Hotchkiss' im-

pression was poor. The coun-

tryside is one of the most
beautiful in the" world and the
people are delightful, but
with all their idealistic
schemes, they have gone
brokes, and Hotchkiss heard
that they are now trying des-

perately to borrow much
money from their neighbors
in Australia.

. He was asked about social
ized medicine in England,
and he is thoroughly compe-
tent to speak on the subject
because he is on the Executive
Area Council for the National
Health System.

He said that today, in Eng-
land, no general practitioner
has access to any hospital.
When asked how long it takes
to get a patient into an Eng
lish hospital, he said that peo-
ple have to wait "in line" two
years for a tonsillectomy and
two or three years for remov
al of a diseased gallbladder.
When asked how many pa-
tients he takes care of, Dr.
Marshall said he has 3,600 on
his panel (list). Each morning
in his office, he sees from 40
to 50 patients. He sees 50 or
60 more in the evening, and
in the afternoon he makes
from 20 to 50 house visits.
The total is from 120 to 140 a
day!

In the old days when he
was a free agent he saw per-
haps 35 patients a day. Ob-

viously, now he cannot prac-
tice medicine; all he can do is
to give a man with cough a
prescription, perhaps No. 32.
A man with diarrhea gets pre-
scription No. 43, and a man
with abdominal pain gets pre-
scription No. 65. If the man
with a cough keeps coming
back several times, saying he
got no relief, he is sent to a
hospital to get an examina-
tion to see what is really
wrong with his lungs!
Hypochondriacs Problem

Dr. Marshall was asked if
hypochondriacs are a prob-
lem, and he said, "Yes, they
are dreadful. We are knee-dee- p

in them." They have
done much to run up the cost
of Government medicine to a
level three times higher than
it had been calculated to be.
When Dr. Marshall was asked
if he couldn't send some of
the neurotic patients to a psy-
chiatrist, he said that it was
almost impossible to find one.

When asked how satisfied
the people are with this inade-
quate type of medical practice
