Danish Wine Fruit Cake

1 lb. candied cherries
V2 lb. blanched almonds

1 lb. nectar raisins
V2 cup Danish strawberry or

, blackberry wine
3 cups sifted se

flour
1 cup shortening
6 eggs,' well-beate- n

lb. candied pineapple
1 lb. pecans

Vi lb. citron, thinly sliced
V2 tsp. each of nutmeg, cin-

namon, allspice, cloves
V2 lb. brown sugar
Vz cup molasses
Leave cherries whole. Cut

pineapple in wedges. Cutouts
in quarters. Leave raisins
whole. Place all fruits and
nuts in a bowl and pour Dan-
ish Strawberry wine over
them. Let stand overnight.

Sift flour with spices. Cream
shortening. Add sugar grad-
ually and cream well. Add
well-beate- n eggs. Beat well.
Add fruit and Danish wine.
Mix in flour alternately with
molasses, beginning and end-

ing with flour.
Pour batter into loaf cake

pans lined with heavy waxed
paper. Fill each pan to within
V2 inch of rim. Bake in over
at 275 F for 2 to VAj hours,
depending upon the size of
fruit cakes.

Cool thoroughly. Wrap each
cake in cheesecloth soaked in
Danish strawberry or black-

berry wine. Store in tightly
covered containers for about
one month to mellow before
serving. Dampen cheesecloth
several times during storage.
